Criteria for Admission for Homespace Single SILP Program
· Must be 17 to 21 years of age, with LCDSS approval; 16 yr olds will be considered on a case by case basis
· Be in the custody of the Dept of Social Services 
· No active use of alcohol or drugs

· If there is a history of abuse, the applicant must be in treatment or rehabilitation.  No history of abusive behavior towards children, residents or staff.  
· Be a youth that is interested in planning for their future, be interested in personal growth, willing to attend counseling, support groups, educational seminars, furthering education, obtaining job skills, vocational training.

· Capable of learning good housekeeping skills/ budgeting, nutrition, home economics, cleanliness.

· Respectful of neighbors.  Indicate characteristics of trustworthiness and dependability.

· Applicant must have had complete medical examinations in the last 30 days.

· Have a thorough understanding of Homespace’s mission, goals, expectations, policies and be willing to participate in all program requirements.

· If the applicant is suffering from a mental illness, he/she must have regular psychiatric care, be taking prescribed medication, be stabilized and have the ability to function in a transitional setting (must not be explosive or violent).

· Homespace does not discriminate because of ethnicity, race, gender, sexual orientation or disability.
